EVENT DAY:

· CALL TIME:

On the day of the Event, participants must arrive on or before 4:30AM. Assembly and gun start time for the categories are as follows:

10K – START/FINISH LINE 5:15AM to 5:30AM

5K – START/FINISH LINE  5:30AM to 6:00AM

3K – START/FINISH LINE  6:00AM to 6:15AM


PRIZES:

· Medals / Trophy / Certificates will be awarded to the first, second and third place finishers, for both  Men's and Women's categories, of the 3K distance/event.

EVENT ACTIVITIES:

SPECIAL ACTIVITIES:

SECURITY MEASURES:

· Roving Marshals / Security will be designated at the start/finish line, over-all event area

SAFETY MEASURES:

· Runners must wear (pinned / sticked) their official race numbers (below his/her chest) at all times during and after the race.

· The marathon route will contain cones, markers and signages to ensure clarity of the track.

· Roving marshals are emergency point persons in case of accidents.

· In case of emergencies, an ambulance will be on stand-by and a first aid station will be stationed in the event grounds

· Water will be provided at the  designated points in the race.

· All runners must observe safety at all times.
